Deakin’s School of Exercise and Nutrition Sciences offers
VCE Physical Education classes the opportunity to gain
an insight into exercise science testing and evaluation in
a laboratory or clinical environment at our Melbourne
Burwood Campus.

The program offers physical education teachers a great
opportunity to reinforce aspects of the VCE curriculum,
using Deakin’s world-class performance laboratories. Two
separate laboratory experiences are offered that link to
Unit 1 (The Human Body in Motion) and Unit 4 (Training
to Improve Performance) of the VCE Physical Education
curriculum.

It is a 120-minute program, with students interacting

with sport scientists, while conducting and interpreting

a range of laboratory tests. Each lab has been designed

as a complete laboratory report, which can be used as an
assessment task. Schools may choose one or both of the
laboratory sessions, as well as take a tour of other facilities
within the University.
