Deakin’s School of Law has established a reputation as a centre
for excellence in commercial law, which is an important and
challenging area of practice, and one that is rapidly changing.
As well as conducting litigation and facilitating property
transactions, commercial lawyers are increasingly using their
legal expertise to directly contribute to their clients’ business
ventures at the formative stages.
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The Bachelor of Laws (LLB) has been designed in close
consultation with professional groups and an advisory board with
representation from the judiciary, law association, the profession,
law graduates and members of Deakin’s School of Law. This
ensures that our program is relevant to the current and emerging
needs of the profession.

Practical legal training is a strength of the Deakin LLB. From your
first year of study, you will commence training in practical legal
skills. Moot, mediation, arbitration and witness examination

are all an embedded part of the program. These practical units
give you the opportunity to develop oral skills and experience
presenting in the court room.

Business and law courses rated highly
by graduates

The latest 2010 Australian Graduate Survey (AGS) of newly-
qualified higher education graduates has found that those who
studied with the Faculty of Business and Law rated their time at
Deakin very highly.

Over 76 per cent of Deakin Business and Law graduates said
they were in full-time employment approximately four months
after gaining their qualifications; 80 per cent said they had the
generic skills required; and 89 per cent said they were satisfied
with the course they undertook.

The AGS is the national census, which has been conducted
annually since 1972. The census looks at new graduates from all
Australian universities, higher education institutes and colleges
— they are surveyed approximately four months after they
complete the requirements for their respective qualifications.

Flexible study options

Studying in today’s environment has never been so easy.
Deakin recognises that every individual has different needs
and responsibilities, so a vast array of flexible study options is
available. Students can opt to study full or part time, on or off
campus, or through a combination of both. Online lectures and
a host of other advanced services allow mature age students to
fulfil their study and career goals in line with work and family
commitments

And don't forget that university is not all about gaining the
qualification that will lead you to that all-important job.

Of course, that is the major goal, but it is easy to underestimate
the value of all the extra opportunities a tertiary life offers.

At Deakin, that means interstate and overseas study tours,
internships that immerse you in a real-life legal or business
environment, and the chance to undertake some of your units
in a spectacular overseas location.

Trimester system

In addition to full-time and part-time study options, online
services, internships and travel opportunities, the icing on the
cake is Deakin’s trimester system.

Study in Trimester 3 is optional. It provides an opportunity that
allows you to mix and match your study timetable to suit your
own personal needs. Some students use the extra trimester to
accelerate their course and finish their degree several months
ahead of schedule.

The flexibility created by the trimester system also means you
can take time away from study to travel or work and still finish
your course on time.

Distance no barrier for top law student

I- iving in a mining town in Western Australia while a full-time mum

to two young children provided Amanda Sommerville with a perfect
opportunity: she studied law online through Deakin.We were moving
around Western Australia, she says. l knew if | was going to do it, that | had to
do it by distance education. Discovering that no WA universities offered a law
course online at that time, Amanda chose Deakin. ‘Their library service was
the deciding factor — the way they send out all the books free.

After leaving school at Year 10, Amanda initially became a legal secretary
and completed TAFE certificates in secretarial work and computing.

The Deakin course was her first venture into higher education so there were
a few doubts, she says. 'l was not sure when | started if | would pass the
units. Until you try you don’t know, but the good thing is you can start and
see how you go. Amanda did a lot more than merely cope with her new
challenge, topping the list of 2010 law graduates and taking home the
Supreme Court Medal. ‘It was a shock — really nice, she says.

If not for the online services, she would not have been able to study at all,
Amanda says. There were still times when she found the experience ‘stressful
and isolating; but Deakin Studies Online (DSO) usually saved the day.

‘The attitudes on the discussion boards whenever | had questions were really
good, they were all very friendly, she says. When she had a library book go
missing in the mail, she still felt supported. ‘Even in that situation everyone
was very friendly and they handled it really well, she adds.

Now that her family has settled in Bunbury WA, Amanda is completing her
articled clerkship with a small company that handles a variety of different
types of cases. Several of her course units prove useful on a daily basis, she
says. ‘With Equity and Trusts, and Restitution, | am surprised how much
the knowledge from both of them has been helpful,'she says.l also use
my knowledge from Succession Law and Family Law. The company deals a
lot in commercial work and family law and they involve different ways of
thinking and different documents.

One of the biggest challenges she faced with an online course was not
knowing how she was performing against other students, Amanda says.

‘| couldn't get together with other students so | was always stressing that

[ wasn't doing well. Lecturers were really helpful and they would post a
breakdown of results. Having some friends studying law at the University
of Western Australia has also left her feeling reassured. ‘I realised the
Deakin degree is of a very good standard.’ A further bonus for Amanda was

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Combined courses

When it comes to most things of value, two is better than one.
And so it is with a university qualification.

Because many of Deakin’s degrees are flexible, students can
combine units from several areas, mixing and matching their
interests and building an impressive field of knowledge across a
wide range of areas .

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Sarah Hallet says she would ‘definitely recommend’ a combined
course because it gave her multiple opportunities — both with the
units she could study and the career paths it opened to her. ‘There were
opportunities for me to make the two degrees compatible, for example,
| did majors in HR and psychology, she says.

On leaving school, Sarah was unsure exactly what path she wanted to
take. She chose Deakin partly because its size appealed to her more
than that of the larger universities, plus she carefully considered the
course options. I liked the flexibility within Deakin’s combined course
and it allowed me to follow the path | wanted, she says. ‘At school

[ was good at science subjects like biology and physics but | hadn't
studied psychology before and | loved it. | was also good at accounting
and business management and | thought it would be good to have a
commerce degree in terms of my career. One extra year of study was
going to be worth the breadth of opportunity a combined course offered
her, she adds.

As well as finding she was very happy with her choice of course, Sarah
thoroughly enjoyed campus life at Deakin’s Burwood Campus. ‘It has a
real community feel with markets, live bands and events. It's a really
nice place to be, she says. The amount of support available to students
was also excellent, she says. ‘There were expos, career information days
and support counsellors. They had someone looking after the combined
course so when | wanted to change from biology to a psychology major |
had someone to help me!

There were plenty of individual units in her course that Sarah enjoyed
and that she finds useful in her graduate position with the Australian
Taxation Office (AT0). I loved organisational behaviour. Itis a
management unit but it looks at how psychological theories apply to the
workplace, such as what motivates people to perform, she says. A skills
workshop in counselling and negotiation also drew her interest. ‘We did
a large amount of role playing — situations like how you would negotiate
with an employer!

In 2009 Sarah took a year away from her studies to undertake a
cooperative position in the HR department of GM Holden, a move she
highly recommends to other students. ‘It was a fantastic experience and
really good for my development, she says. ‘It gave greater relevance to
the units | completed after my placement, such as industrial relations
and employment law. After completing her course she had the luxury

of two job offers and chose the ATO. The ATO graduate program offers
development via corporate training. ‘We do some very strategic
workforce planning and that’s pretty cool. A performance dashboard that
focuses on various HR elements is also keeping her busy.

Further into her career, Sarah would love to become a team leader but,
for now, she is happy to expand her experience.‘As a graduate, | am
enjoying the opportunity to explore a lot of different HR areas, rather
than channel a particular path!

High achiever secures graduate position

ow in the final year of her Bachelor of Commerce at the Geelong Waurn
Ponds Campus, Caitlin Mathieson says she is‘completely happy’ with her
course and ‘couldn’t imagine doing my degree anywhere else’

After deciding in Year 11 that commerce was the right path for her, Caitlin
applied only to Deakin. ‘| am from Geelong so it suited me, and a lot of

people told me that the commerce program at Deakin is really good, she

says. Rather than head straight to university in 2008, she decided on a gap
year, taking up a traineeship at Coulter Roache Lawyers in Geelong. Caitlin
completed Certificate Il in Financial Services (accounts clerical) while working
with the company which continues to employ her.’| really liked the business
environment and working with money, she says. I really enjoyed it and it
reinforced my ideas about doing commerce!

Once Caitlin got to Deakin she soon found she appreciated the choices
available to her under the commerce umbrella. I really loved the freedom
it gives you to explore different areas, she says.’l knew | wanted to do
accounting but | wasn't sure what other areas to do. In first year, she took
accounting and management which later became her two majors. ‘It was a
good choice. Management is needed whatever job you do, she says.

Because of her excellent VCE results, Caitlin was chosen as Dean’s Scholar,
meaning she was assigned a mentor during her course. I had Professor Barry
Cooper, the Acting Dean of Business and Law;, she says.‘He was very helpful
when | was picking units and deciding what | wanted to do with the degree.

From the outset, Caitlin put her own stamp on her commerce degree by
taking out multiple awards for her first two years of study. In 2010, she

won the CPA Australia Prize for the best first year student in accounting and
finance, and the Deakin Commerce Society Prize for best first year commerce
student. She also was named best student in two specific units. This year,
Caitlin has received the Geoff Neilson Prize as the highest achieving Bachelor
of Commerce student in third year at Waurn Ponds.‘l was a little bit shocked, |
wasn't expecting anything like that, she says, while also picking up a

further CPA Australia Prize for best student in second year accounting.

On top of her commitment to her studies and pursuing her love of dance and
musical theatre outside university, Caitlin also found time to be a student
representative on the Deakin University Students’Association.

After finishing her degree later this year, Caitlin has a graduate position
waiting for her in the audit department at Grant Thornton Australia in
Melbourne. With more than 100 offices throughout the world, the company
offers employees the opportunity to work overseas for a time, so she looks
forward to taking up the offer in a couple of years —‘probably either New York

After several years in a family business in Tasmania, Tim decided he
wanted a change of scenery and career. He moved to the mainland

and, after completing a Diploma of Education, embarked on a teaching
career. Now he says the Bachelor of Information Systems he completed
off campus at Deakin helped propel him into a leading teacher’s position.
‘I have only been teaching for eight years and | have been a leading
teacher for four, he says. ‘The course gave me the chance to move in
education in ways that [ would not have otherwise.

‘When | was doing fine arts there was a lot of digital stuff involved

so | got into computing. After three years as the e-learning leader at
Melton Secondary College, he is now e-learning leader at Charles La
Trobe College in West Heidelberg, a P-12 school. Cyber bullying issues in
schools prompted Tim to hone his IT skills.

Because mature age students don’t have the luxury of being able to
study full time and with other commitments, Deakin’s system suits
them perfectly, Tim says. 'l got really excited about the trimester system
because | could do two units per trimester. It is hard work but you can do
it and still be working. The business information systems degree is ‘the
best course | have ever come across, he adds.

Accounting and financial planning never appeared on Andrew Burn's
career radar while he was at school. Science was his ‘thing’so science
courses gained his attention. 'l always did chemistry and physics at
school and, even though | was not sure what | wanted to do, chemical
engineering seemed to follow on, he says.‘But | just didn't like it.

Andrew completed one semester of a chemical engineering degree before
heading home to western Victoria to work on a local farm and reconsider
his tertiary options. 'l looked into courses again and went to open days, he
says. ‘This time | opened my mind to a complete range of courses, not just
science!

Knowing someone already undertaking a Deakin commerce degree gave
Andrew an insight into the course. I liked the way it was structured and it
sounded pretty interesting, he says.‘With a lot of commerce courses you
have to choose your major straight away, but the first year of the Deakin
course is general and you choose your major later — based on what you
have enjoyed.

Second time around, Andrew was happy with his choice.‘l loved it, it was
really interesting, he says of the Bachelor of Commerce he completed in
2009 at the Geelong Waurn Ponds Campus.

I will do my CA (Chartered
Accounting) qualification and if accounting is not my thing | will move into
financial planning.

The unit content was right on the mark too, Estelle adds. ‘As well as
property units, we studied law, accounting and economics, they are
particularly important. Within the property units, we got to explore
other areas like property law and property economics throughout the
semester. Estelle has also been pleased with the variety of experiences
provided by lecturers.'We have had guest speakers talking about how
we could further our careers and field trips to construction sites, she says.
‘If there is something we want to learn about they will structure the
lecture to cover it. They are very accommodating.

In 2009, Estelle worked in the property team with the Victor Smorgon
Group, and has now returned to CB Richard Ellis as an assistant valuer to
pursue her goal of becoming a Certified Practicing Valuer. ‘The Deakin
degree is an Australian Property Institute (API) accredited degree,
which enables graduates to gain a Certified Practising Valuer (CPV)
accreditation, Estelle explains. ‘Professional experience is required to
become certified. In the meantime, she also benefits from the contact
with other property and real estate students, while representing Deakin
University as a Young Property Professional (YPP) board member. It is
good to have industry peers. We are quite a close knit group.

Dylan says. ‘The business administration side of my job is quite high too, so
I am doing different things all the time.

Deakin’s Bachelor of Sport Development attracted Dylan because he knew
it would provide him with skills and knowledge in exercise science topped
up with a good dose of business.‘l knew | wanted to do something in sport
but | wasn't sure exactly, he says. 'l wanted the exercise science side and
the personal training experience and | also wanted the business side.

I thought this course would open up pathways for me because | would still
do things like marketing and sports leadership.

While at school, Dylan says he found out that Deakin was ‘known for
delivering good sports courses; and a visit to the Melbourne Burwood
Campus open day cemented his choice. ‘It was really good. They gave me
information on the design of the course, which was only in its second or
third year, and explained how they went to industry to see what skills
they wanted people to have. He particularly enjoyed the units Sports
Marketing and Sports Development, he says. And the coaching units were
great because | am doing a fair bit of coaching now. The most useful units
are not always the most fun, he explains. ‘Business Communication is
applicable to everyday life. I have to write numerous emails — one might
be telling someone they didn’t make a representative team, another might
be asking for overdue money or telling the paper about a player making
the state side. They all require a different approach and that unit taught
me how to write these emails effectively.

Dylan runs the basketball stadium single handed and is the first full-time
employee to be placed in the role. He describes the complexity of the politics
and relationships as ‘amazing’and says he faces some difficult challenges.
‘Sport in particular can be very emotional, especially for parents if they
think their child is missing out. Studying Sport Leadership and Governance
has been helpful here, he says.’Understanding the different roles people
have and all the power struggles — your decision making becomes really
important and you have to be able to stand up for yourself, he says.

Initially he imagined himself taking a job involving a single component of his
course, Dylan says, so he feels fortunate to have obtained a position where
he draws on the different aspects covered in his degree. The practicum he
completed at Knox basketball stadium proved a great experience and helped
him get the job, he says. ‘It was the best thing ever because you get to apply
the things you learn in the course. | also made some really good contacts
there who have helped me in my current job!

Sustainability is a huge issue. From a
global perspective, it has rapidly become
one of the most important areas affecting
our society. Deakin has recognised this
by incorporating a sustainability’ major
sequence in its property and real estate
degree.

and working overseas, she says. 'l knew | loved business studies at high
school, so wanted a business element to be a large part of my course as
well. A Deakin Bachelor of Management majoring in HR combined with
an Advanced Diploma of Tourism Management from Box Hill Institute
was the perfect mix for Eve.

It was such a
valuable learning experience.'In a time she describes as ‘fantastic’ and
that she ‘wouldn’t change for anything;, Eve headed to Mooroopna,
near Shepparton, shortly after finishing her Deakin course, to take

up a graduate HR role with SPCA. ‘It was my first full-time job and an
excellent foot in the door for me. | was also lucky enough to be working
with a great team — we had a lot of fun, she says.

Eve’s responsibilities during her time at SPCA included working with
seasonal recruitment systems, creating leave reports, assisting in the
development of job descriptions and contracts, and general day-to-
day employee relations. She says several units she studied at Deakin
proved important in her role. ‘Industrial relations issues seem to come
up often, so | was grateful to have some understanding through the
IR units | completed at uni. Business communication was also one of
the most important things | have taken away from the course and that
I use in the workplace, she says. ‘Things like forming good working
relationships with your colleagues are so important. | also took away a
lot from the unit Business Ethics — a lot of that comes into play in

the workplace!

Eve is currently fulfilling her travel ambitions and is overseas for several
months. Long term, she would like an HR role and has not ruled out
further study.’

The Business Internship Program (BIP) is an opportunity

for students and businesses to benefit from each other’s
knowledge and experience. As a consequence, your
employability is greatly enhanced and employers benefit from
an additional pair of hands with a fresh view of the business
world.

All of Deakin's courses in business, offer Business Internship
units. They are available in all trimesters and can be taken
anywhere in Australia or overseas. Internships in Trimester 3 are
popular with students as they allow work experience over the
summer.

The program involves two units, that allow you to gain up to
two internship experiences. The units are normally undertaken
in your final year, giving you skills and attributes to help you
succeed as a Deakin business graduate.

This study tour involves a period of study in November/

Chinese Commercial Law Study Tour

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What is honours?

Honours is a specialised year of study that brings together
the theory and practical skills gained in your undergraduate
degree. It comprises coursework, training in research
methods and a research project — culminating in a written
thesis. If you have done well in your undergraduate studies
then it is worth considering an honours year.

Deakin has two types of honours programs: a research-based
honours award and an on-course honours award. The Faculty
of Business and Law offers both these awards.

Research-based Honours Award

Taken after an undergraduate degree, this is an additional
year of full-time study, which involves research and research
training. The Bachelor of Commerce (Honours) is undertaken
this way.

On-course Honours Award

This type of honours award recognises outstanding
achievement in a bachelors degree of four or more years
which has an embedded honours component. The Bachelor
of Laws offers an on-course honours award.

Why do honours?

Employers regard honours as a significant additional
achievement. From their perspective, it shows that you have
demonstrated the ability to investigate a question in depth;
conduct independent research and analysis; meet deadlines;
utilise resources, and write articulately.

An honours degree is also the pathway to higher degrees
by research such as a PhD. It will give you the skills and
qualifications you need to gain advanced knowledge in a
particular discipline.

Finally, an honours award gives you the opportunity to
undertake a substantial and original research project, which
brings a high level of personal satisfaction.

Honours areas of study are available in accounting,
economics, finance, HR management, information systems,
law, management, marketing and sport management.
