How to secure a place on the Tour
The last day to be guaranteed the special group airfare is 2 September 2011 – it may still be available after this date subject to availability.  You need to complete the following steps as soon as possible to secure your place on the tour.  

1. Pay Deposit A  ($400) to Reho Travel and email a copy of the Student Registration Form to Reho 

2. Pay Deposit B  (also $400) to Deakin Cashier.

3. Then email this form to the India Study Tour Coordinator at india.tour@deakin.edu.au – make sure all the details are complete including the Receipt numbers from Reho Travel and Deakin Cashier.

The Study Tour Coordinator will confirm your registration by email and then keep you informed with regular updates.

Visa Instructions
Visa’s can take some time to process so it recommended that you apply in plenty of time.

2. Then either:

The Reho service is the recommended option.

We have a 24 hour stopover in Singapore on the outbound Melbourne/Mumbai leg and consequently we will be leaving the airport and be spending the night at a Singapore hotel (see itinerary for details). 
This means we will be clearing Immigration and some international students may therefore need a Singapore visa.  Australian passport holders and many other nationalities are exempt from needing a visa for periods of less than 30 days.  Please contact Reho Travel for more information.
Faculty Travel Grants
In recognition of the importance of international study experiences for our student’s professional development and of role the India Study Tour plays in helping raise the profile of Deakin University in India Faculty the Dean has made available a number of $500 Faculty International Travel Grants.

These are available to all students on the tour to help offset some of the costs.  The number of grants however is limited so priority will be given to students travelling outbound on the group airfare or departing with the main tour group from Melbourne.

Costs
The Faculty has negotiated a special group airfare of  $1600.00 with Singapore Airlines  
· The airfare comprises two components – this comprises a base price and a taxes/surcharges component.  The base price of locked in but the taxes/surcharges can be varied at any time (up or down) up until the whole group has paid for their airfare.

· All students must depart on the same outbound flight to access the discounted group airfare and are required to remain with the tour group until the last day of the tour in Delhi on Tuesday 22 November 2011.
· Students are welcome to negotiate alternate inbound (return) travel arrangements with Reho Travel at the completion of the ground component of the tour in Delhi on Tuesday 22 November (for example - sightseeing in India or an extended stopover in Singapore on the way home) however this is subject to availability and may affect the price of the fare.

In-Country Costs - what is included:

The fee for the in-country component of the Study Tour is $3000.00   (This amount is subsidised by the Faculty).  This includes: 

· Travel and medical insurance for the full duration of the tour – this is provided by Deakin University through its insurer AHI at no cost to individual students.  

· Rail fare Delhi/Agra, coach Agra/Jaipur and domestic airfare to Jaipur/ Mumbai

· All accommodation in 3.5 or 4 star hotels in Singapore, Delhi, Jaipur and Mumbai on the basis selected (twin share is the default)

· All airport transfers and other required transfers in Singapore, Delhi, Agra, Jaipur and Mumbai.

· All breakfasts, some lunches and all special event dinners (if not included these are indicated as “own cost” on the itinerary) 

· All special events – Welcome Dinners, Garba Night, Sports Debates and Twenty20 Cricket Challenges in Mumbai and Delhi

· Entry to all tourist sites and guides included in the itinerary

· All sports equipment and ground hire

· Reception service on arrival and departure in Singapore

Students have the option to select one optional extension activity from the three listed below.  All will take place after the main tour concludes in Mumbai.

Law Internship
The Law Internship involves a 10 day placement with a law firm or a judge in the Mumbai High Court immediately after the tour.  Students would need to meet their own accommodation and meal costs for 14 days in Mumbai.  Twin share in the tour hotel will be available. Ticking the box above is an expression of interest only.  Once we know which students are interested then we will start negotiations with prospective hosts.
Please note that limited places for Law Internships are available and the Faculty my select students based on academic record and suitability.  Some places may be available on a not-for-credit basis but priority will be given to credit students.

Special Note: DeakinPrime has generously made available two $500 Law Internship Travel Awards – these will be offered to the best two applicants based on academic merit (WAM) and suitability to act as an ambassador for Deakin University during the internship.
Business Internship
 The Business Internship involves a 10 day placement with a business or government organisation in Mumbai immediately following the tour.  Students would need to meet their own accommodation and meal costs for 14 days in Mumbai.  Twin share in the tour hotel will be available. Ticking the box above is an expression of interest only.  Once we know which students are interested then we will start negotiations with prospective hosts.
Please note that limited places for Business Internships are available and the Faculty my select students based on academic record and suitability.  Some places may be available on a not-for-credit basis but priority will be given to credit students.

Special Note: DeakinPrime has generously made available two $500 Business Internship Travel Awards – these will be offered to the best two applicants based on academic merit (WAM) and suitability to act as an ambassador for Deakin University during the internship.
Rural Village Community Service Project 
The Community Service Project is a not-for-credit activity and involves spending 7 days in a rural village near Mumbai under the guidance of our partner St Xavier College (University of Mumbai). Students would be involved in a range of projects such a building facilities or helping in the local school.  Basic accommodation and meals would be provided in a local hostel.  The activity is expected to run from Sunday to Sunday so students would also need to allow for 4 nights accommodation in Mumbai between when the tour concludes and the Village Project starts.

Once we know which students are interested then we will start negotiations with the project host St Xavier College.  Please feel free to contact the Tour Coordinator to discuss your interest. 

Other issues
Rooms

All student accommodation is on a twin-share basis.  Single accommodation is an option but is subject to availability and would be at a higher rate – please contact the Tour Coordinator for more advice.

All meals will have a vegetarian option. Students with more specific dietary requirements (eg. Vegan or Celiac) should discuss these with the Tour Coordinator.

Students making their own travel arrangements (ie. not departing with the main Study Tour Group from Melbourne will be required to join the Tour Group at the tour hotel in Singapore or at the tour hotel in Delhi, by Tuesday 8 November 2011 and remain with the group until the evening of Tuesday 22 November 2011.

Health and Vaccinations 

Students should seek medical advice about health requirements and vaccinations for travel to India and Singapore. 
The Campus Nurse is able to provide initial advice or go to http://www.traveldoctor.com.au/   You should do this as soon as possible to allow time for any treatments to take affect.

Safety

International travel presents a number of challenges and great care is taken by the University to ensure all current issues are taken into account in planning and conducting the tour.  The advice provided by the Australian Government on it’s Smart Traveller website (http://www.smartraveller.gov.au/) is a primary source of information as well as the resources and experience of Deakin International including it’s office in Delhi. 

OS-Help Loans

The Commonwealth Government offers OS-HELP loans of $5611.00 (or a half loan of $2500.00) to undergraduate HECS–based students going on Exchange or other approved programs. The loans are available to any student who meets the eligibility criteria and studies at an overseas university under an exchange or partnership agreement.  

Students on short-term study programs may also be eligible for the OS-HELP loans. The India Study Tour has been approved for this purpose.   The loan becomes part of the student's HECS debt.

Quotas
Whilst all currently enrolled students of any Australia University are welcome the Faculty reserves the right to impose quotas on the total number of students accepted on the tour and the mix of students.  
Issues relating to the mix include; Deakin/non-Deakin, male/female, Australian/International, undergraduate/postgraduate, date of registration (payment of deposit), etc.

Whilst not-for-credit students are welcome to apply, priority will be given to students enrolled in one of the study tour units.

The initial quota is 40 students.  Additional places may be added at the Faculty’s discretion.
