New engineering major for 2012

An electrical and electronics major has been added to Deakin’s Bachelor of Engineering from 2012,  joining civil, mechanical, and mechatronics and robotics as the areas students can choose to specialise in. Electrical and electronic engineers are responsible for the design, construction and project management of power generation, distribution, scheduling and usage, automation and factory control, electronic systems and devices and integrated circuit design.

· The Bachelor of Engineering has been developed in accordance with the requirements of Engineers Australia and graduates are eligible for Graduate Professional Membership, which means their degree could take their career almost anywhere in the world. 

· Engineering at Deakin gives students flexibility. Students undertake common subjects in their first year before moving on to specialise in civil, electrical and electronics, mechanical, or mechatronics and robotics engineering. While some students may already know the area they want to specialise in when they start their degree, studying common subjects in their first year helps them make a more informed decision about their choice of major as well as equipping them with a broad base of engineering knowledge. 

· Deakin’s electrical and electronics program covers the broad areas of electrical and electronic engineering disciplines including renewable electrical power generation, smart distribution, materials science, urban, industrial, rural and regional power usage, the role of energy production and efficiency in climate change adaptation, Very Large Scale Integration (VLSI), control systems and electronic device design. It has been designed to encourage responsible use of electrical power in a changing climate and has also been designed to help address the shortage of electrical and electronics engineers, particularly in rural and regional Australia.
