· Confirmation of your booking will be forwarded on receipt of this application.  All accommodation fees must be received 7 days prior to the arrival date and can be made by bankdraft/cheque payable to Deakin University, Residences or on-line at www.deakin.edu.au/residences/egate.  (In the Payment details field, choose Residences - Summer Accommodation Fee. In the Student Name field type the Booking name, select Residences – Summer Accommodation Fee, add the amount in dollars and click on Process Secure Payment button to process the payment.)  Please note that keys will not be issued until full payment has been received.  Final details must be confirmed 7 days prior to arrival day.  Keys are to be collected from the Residential Supervisor.  Contact details will be provided on confirmation of your booking

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TERMS AND CONDITIONS

These terms and conditions apply to all persons (the “Guest”) residing on Deakin University premises on a short stay/summer accommodation arrangement.

GENERAL

Confirmation and payment 

To confirm the booking the Guest should return the summer accommodation application form with the payment.

Please Note: Keys will not be issued without confirmation of payment in full. 

Additional charges

Any additional charges incurred are to be paid prior to departure and no credit adjustment will be given for late arrival or early departure

The Guest undertakes to pay charges for additional cleaning and other costs incurred in connection with the booking as determined by

Deakin University (the “University”).

Cancellation

All cancellations must be notified in writing.  If Deakin University receives notice of a cancellation, the following terms apply:

· More than a week prior to the arrival date – the deposit can be transferred to an alternative available date;

· Within 7 days of the event – the cancellation fee will be equivalent to 100% of the total estimated value of the event.

Use and access

The Guest shall only be entitled to access the premises, facilities and equipment defined in the Booking Agreement with necessary access to

the same.

Liability 

The person(s) listed in the application form as the nominated signatory shall be liable in full for all costs and charges raised as a result of the booking.  

Limitations of Liability

The University is not liable for:

· Any loss of or damage to personal property of the Guest, or visitor.  All personal property remains at the sole risk of the Guest and visitors.

· Any fault or failure that might occur during the hire period in the supply of water, electricity, gas and/or air-conditioning.
Rules and Regulations

The Guest, and their visitors, shall be subject to, and shall comply with all laws in force in the state of Victoria, and with:

· All relevant Statutes and Regulations of the University (available at http://theguide.deakin.edu.au/ )

· All procedures as laid down by the University from time to time with respect to the Residence and other buildings;

· All reasonable orders and directions given by staff of the University;

· Local Laws, the Liquor Control Act, the Health Act, the Food Safety Act, Public Building Regulations and all other regulations relating


to the care, protection and management of the premises as a University facility.

Early Termination of the booking:

The University may require a guest to vacate immediately if a guest action has contravened any state or federal law, ordinance or regulation

or breached any of the Conditions of the Agreement.

Payment and Repair of Damaged Property 

The Guest must notify the University immediately of any damage to University property and will be responsible for the costs of any repairs to or replacement of any part of the University property, the fittings, fixtures and furnishings therein, or to any other article provided by the University.

This also applies to any damage caused by any visitor or guest for whom the guest is responsible for.  The University reserves the right to

determine the cost of repairing such damage.  
Car Parking

The Guest agrees to ensure that cars are parked only in designated areas and with valid parking permits. Car owners who do not adhere to Deakin University car parking regulations may be fined

Pets 

Animals are not permitted in or around the University.  Guide dogs excepted.  

Dangerous Goods

Explosive or combustible materials, firearms (including replica firearms) or other offensive weapons are prohibited.

Smoking

Smoking is prohibited inside all buildings.

Decoration and/or Alteration of occupied rooms/buildings

Guests shall not make any alteration to room and facilities, nor inscribe on, or affix anything to any part of them.
RESIDENTIAL ACCOMMODATION 

Occupancy Rights

The University grants to the Guests, permission to use:

· The furnished room allocated on arrival, or such other furnished room as may be allocated to the guest by the University at any time.


All rooms are single occupancy, unless prior approval is sought from the University.  Booked rooms will not be held if the guest does

not arrive on the stated arrival day, unless prior arrangement has been made.

· In common with other Occupants, the bathrooms, toilets, kitchens, laundry facilities, common rooms, passageways and stairs in the


Residence in which such facilities are contained, and the grounds relating to the Residence.

Room Condition

The room allocated to the guest is clean and in good repair and unless reported to the University, the room and its contents shall be deemed to be received in proper condition.  The Guest shall maintain the Residence in the same condition or state of repair as the commencement of occupation, defects and damages caused by fair wear and tear excepted.  

Authorisation for Room Access by University Staff

The University reserves the right to enter rooms allocated under this Agreement where:

· There has been a clear indication or reasonable grounds to believe that there is a likelihood of risk of injury or damage  to the guest, other persons or to University property; 

· There has been a violation of the Terms and Conditions;

· Where scheduled or emergency maintenance is required.  

Environment of the Residence

The Residence must not be used for any purpose which causes unreasonable nuisance or interferes with the peace, comfort and privacy of other Occupants in the Residence.  Guests must not indulge in any illegal, riotous or noisy conduct, practices, or behaviour which may bring the reputation

of the University into disrepute.

Keys

Keys are to be collected from the Residential Services Holiday letting coordinator by phoning 0408 386 771 prior to your arrival and returned by 10:00am on the date of departure.  Any keys issued to the Guest are to remain in the custody of the Guest at all times.  Lost keys must be reported to the University Residences office immediately and the cost of replacement will be charged to the Guest.
