Deakin has a range of scholarships aimed at
acknowledging and rewarding students — be it academic
prowess, contribution to community, leadership,
extracurricular achievements, course of study, or
perseverance despite hardship.

Our scholarship program includes

three major awards:

¢ Vice-Chancellor’s Academic Excellence Scholarship:
100% tuition fees covered; plus $5000 cash payment
per year and a place in the Vice-Chancellor’s Professional
Excellence Program.

e Deakin Scholarship for Excellence:
$5000 per year, with the option to be paid as cash
or to tuition fees, or a combination of both.

e Deakin Student Support Scholarship: financial support
ranging from $1000 one-off payment up to $10 000
per year for students experiencing financial or personal
hardship.
