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Research Funding 
Since the last Research Report the SMT has not allocated any funding. 
At the commencement of the year, $40,000 in discretionary/competitive was available to law school staff. There is approximately $13,000 still remaining for the rest of the year. 

Law staff were also allocated $160,000 in total in performance-based research funding. Most of this funding (ie more than 80% remains unspent). If the funding is not spent by the end of the year, consistent with the university’s one year budget cycle, the funding will be lost to the staff member and will go back to central funds. In order that this funding can be used for the benefit of law school research activities, if staff are not intending to spend their individual research allocations by the end of the year (because, for example, there is no relevant conference to attend or an appropriate research assistant is not available) can you kindly send an email to me by 30 June. I will then transfer that funding allocation to the discretionary pool so that it is available to other law school staff.

As you are aware, my role as the Head of School finishes on 1 July 2015.
